The 
balloons were a huge hit, and there were many balloon animals roaming around Bluemont for the 
remainder of the day. Also in the lobby, visitors could speak with a college academic advisor as well as 
lean all about the technology associated with college life. Once past the lobby, visitors could test their 
typing skills, visit a historical wax museum, decorate stars to wear, and create spaceships out of Lego 
blocks. When it was all over, there was no one left in Bluemont but a few exhausted Education Council 
members and a few stray balloon animals.  

All in all, it was a very successful Open House, not to mention fulfilling. Everyone had a great 
time and many kids, parents, alumni, and prospective students left the building with a smile on their 
face, and a balloon on their head.
