	Introduction

· Lady Maud Podge is obsessed with mixed media.  She has commissioned various teams of artists to come up with a few pieces for her gallery. She is looking for quality work and will only accept the best.  Lady Maud has a lot of money and is not afraid to be picky.  With your team you will be assigned different tasks and create a collaborative piece that will hopefully be accepted into her gallery.  



	Task

· In teams of three you will be broken up into the roles of Materials manager, Artist expert/historian, and Lawyer.  After you have completed your roles, you will then create a collaborative mixed media piece to present to Lady Maud Podge. You will need to present your findings with the class in a format of your choice.  Each role is explained below:

      -   Materials manager: In order to create a mixed media piece with your team, 

          you must research what materials are used in other works.  You will also need 

                to explain why you chose the materials you did.  Lastly you will need to

                gather materials for your team to work with.   You should also assign your 

          teammates to help you find some of the materials.  

· Artist expert / Historian: Your job is to research two mixed media artists.  Find out a brief history about their past as well as what materials these artists used and why they chose them.  Then research the Dada movement and be able to share a brief history including time period, artists, and the motivation behind the movement. 
· Lawyer: One thing that could be used in mixed media pieces is another artist’s work.  However this could create some legal issues if it is not used properly.  The term for borrowing or “quoting” another artist’s work is appropriation.  Research the laws in the art world regarding copyright, appropriation, and advise your group on what they are and are not allowed to use.  You will need to fill out a copyright registration form for your group’s work.

Presentation: 

            - Your presentation could be in the format of a power point, brochure, poster, booklet, or other ideas approved by the teacher.  

            - Your presentation needs to be between 3-5 min. 

	Process

Day 1: You will be divided into teams of three and decide which roles you will take on.  After choosing your roles, read the tasks as a team so each person knows what is expected.  Make sure you are aware of your teammates roles in order to keep each other accountable.  Then you will start your individual tasks.  Use this day to plan outlines or goals.  Begin to brainstorm ideas for your collaborative piece and keep a running list of ideas as you go.   

Day 2: Continue to work on your individual tasks.  Make sure the information you find is complete and ready to present.  Keep track of your resources.  Some individual tasks may be done at home on your own time.   

Day 3: Finish up any work that needs to be done for your role.  Keep in mind you must be ready to present your information on day 7.  Then start working on your collaborative piece as soon as each individual is ready.  

Day 4: Today and tomorrow you will be given studio time to work on your piece as well as your presentation.  

Day 5: Studio time

Day 6: Final day to finish collaborative piece and prepare for presentation.

Day 7: Presentations will be shared with the class.

	Individual Role


	Missing parts of your role are significant.  Information is not cited or complete.  Little evidence of research.
